To supply Tudor Court, 100% Wool Flatweave carpeting, 4 metre wide, 

Colour to confirm @ £32.50 per square metre,

42oz Felt underlay & Paperfelt Interliner to be laid beneath,

Fitting to same by gripperods installation,

Secure gripperods to solid floors, using epoxy adhesive as necessary,

Supply & fix anodised brass doorbars as necessary,

Move furniture as necessary (customer to move all personal belongings).

Option 1 – Without Coir Mat 
To supply All Wool Boucle, 100% Wool carpeting, 4 metre wide,

Fitting to same by gripperods installation,

Supply & fix anodised brass doorbars as necessary & re-use some of existing.

Supply & fix anodised brass doorbars as necessary & re-use some of existing,

Supply Coir Matting – colour Natural to entrance (0.86m deep x 0.95m wide)

Additional Floor Preparation

Through Lounge / Hall / ½ Landing / Mezzanine Landing & 1st Floor Landing

To supply 3mm flooring grade hardboard, fixed @ 4” centres using Spotnail fixings.

1)
During our site survey it was noted that the existing floorboards are in very poor condition, we understand that the worst of these are being replaced, however we would still strongly recommend that the floors be overlaid with hardboard prior to the carpets being installed to ensure the best possible finish under the circumstances.

2)
During our site survey it was noted that some doors would require trimming to allow sufficient clearance for the new carpets and underlay. The carpet fitter cannot undertake this work and it is therefore the customer’s responsibility to ensure that the doors are trimmed prior to carpet installation. 

For your information we enclose a leaflet of a local door cutting service.

3)
We would also recommend that the cement base underneath the Slate Hearth in the Through Lounge be painted using a matt paint to match the colour of the Slate hearth, as some of the cement may still be visible after the carpets are installed. 

We trust the above meets with your approval and look forward to receiving your further instructions in due course.
