42oz Felt underlay & Paperfelt Interliner to be laid beneath,

Fitting to same by gripperods installation,

Supply & fix anodised brass doorbars as necessary,

Uplift and dispose of existing materials where necessary,

Move furniture as necessary (customer to move all personal belongings).

Fitting to same by stick down installation, using approved adhesive,

Uplift and dispose of existing materials,

Move appliances as necessary (not including disconnecting & reconnecting
PLEASE NOTE: 

The bath must be removed from the room before flooring installation.

For the sum of: -

Please Note

During our site survey it was noted that there is a high point at the top of the stairs that requires planing down. There are also some loose boards in the Bathroom that should be fixed prior to installation of flooring 

The walls in the Bathroom run out quite badly and the bath is currently out of line with the wall as well as with the opposite fireplace. 

Please let us know which to use when taking a 45-degree angle for the tiles

Alternatively It may look better if the fireplace hearth is removed completely. 

A phone cable in the Bathroom should also be removed prior to installation

We trust the above meets with your approval and look forward to receiving your further instructions in due course.
