Further to our recent site survey, please find herewith our quotation to supply and lay carpets at the above mentioned address as detailed below.
Back bedroom.
To supply Hardwick Twist 80% wool 10% nylon 10% tuftbond carpeting,

4 metre wide, Colour 233/08 @ £15.95 per square metre,

42oz Felt underlay & Paperfelt Interliner to be laid beneath,

Fitting to same by gripperods installation,

Supply & fix onr alloy doorbar,

Uplift and dispose of existing materials where necessary,

Areas to be clear at time of installation,

For the sum of: -

Inclusive of VAT @ 17.5%          £ 369.00
Optional extra

6mm Plywood to be laid beneath to prepare sub-floor,

To Latex Screed hearth.

For the sum of: -

Inclusive of VAT @ 17.5%          £ 207.00
To lay 6mm Plywood to half of room before covering whole room with plywood ( to help build up lower half of room ).

For the sum of: -

Inclusive of VAT @ 17.5%          £ 120.00
Please Note

During our site survey it was noted that some doors would require trimming to allow sufficient clearance for the new carpets and underlay. The carpet fitter cannot undertake this work and it is therefore the customer’s responsibility to ensure that the doors are trimmed prior to carpet installation.

For your information we enclose a leaflet of a local door cutting service.

I would recommend that you consult a builder, as they may be able to help achieve a more level floor. We can use the plywood as quoted above but the plywood is only 6mm thick and although it will help it will not make a dramatic difference.  

We trust the above meets with your approval and look forward to receiving your further instructions in due course.
