To supply Three Strip Oak 15mm Engineered Board tongue and groove flooring,  “special clearance price” @ £20.00 per square metre,

Timbermate Excel underlay beneath,

Fitting as a floating floor,

Supply & fix one Oak threshold and Oak nosing to landing.
Areas to be clear at time of installation,

For the sum of: -

Inclusive of VAT @ 17.5%          £ 3,150.00 

Please Note

Timbermate Excel is a very good quality underlay for floating wooden floors, but we may need to discuss the quality of the underlay needed if there are any regulations regarding hardfloors being laid in these flats, as there could be decibel ratings the underlay needs to meet for sound reduction.

I have assumed you will fit your new skirting boards after the wood is laid, this will cover the gap we need to leave around the perimeter of the room and looks much neater than fitting a separate scotia.
When the carpet has been taken up we should meet on site to thoroughly check the wooden subfloor, to make sure no preparation work is needed before the wooden floor is laid.

We trust the above meets with your approval and look forward to receiving your further instructions in due course.
