Please note

The floors are in a very bad condition throughout the flat, the room has mainly 1 inch thick wood parquet flooring; some which is loose; with patches of concrete where the wood is missing. Because this is uneven there have been patches of latex screed laid over the floor in places, this has all blown and is loose. The hall has some wood and some old quarry tiles which are also loose. 

If you wanted to lay a wood floor a builder would need to rip up the existing sub floor and lay a new cement screed.    
Laying a carpet over this floor is the only option although the unevenness and the movement of the loose sections may still be noticeable.

We trust the above meets with your approval and look forward to receiving your further instructions in due course.
