Supply and lay new hardboard to entrance of rear bedroom,

Supply & fix five anodised brass doorbars,

During our site survey it was noted that the rear bedroom door would require trimming to allow sufficient clearance for the new carpets and underlay. 
The carpet fitter cannot undertake this work and it is therefore the customer’s responsibility to ensure that the doors are trimmed prior to carpet installation.

The existing floorboards are in need of attention by the appropriate tradesman prior to carpet installation, I spoke with Chris on site and he said that he would discuss the trimming of the door and the possibility of inspecting / repairing the proud board on the landing and any other floorboards that need attention.
As you will see in the above estimate, I have allowed to renew the hardboard in the entrance of the rear bedroom as the existing floor preparation has been poorly laid in the past.
