Please Note

The existing carpet seems in quite good condition, and the underlay is also in good condition. However, when the previous carpet was installed in the living room they did not want to damage the wood floor underneath and have loose laid the carpet. This surprisingly looks okay, but if we were to lay a new carpet I would prefer to use an underlay system designed to protect the floor underneath. I have quoted for System Ten which is a heavy underlay that lays loose with no fixings necessary and we do not need to use gripperods, the carpet is stuck directly to the underlay so whenever you want to uncover the wood floor beneath you can roll back the carpet and the floor underneath has not been damaged with nails or staples, but in the meantime the carpet is safely installed and guaranteed not to move or ruck up. 
I have quoted the two options, to lay as at present using the existing underlay, although if we lay this way we can not guarantee how well the living room carpet will look and wear , and secondly to use new underlay and install correctly.

In both options there will be a height difference between the floors in the hallway and living room because of the wooden floor in the living room, we can only try to ramp this down as neatly as possible,

We trust the above meets with your approval and look forward to receiving your further instructions in due course.
