Two rooms and hallway
To supply Brisbane Twist 80% wool 20% nylon 4 metre wide carpeting,

Colour 42 @ “special clearance price” £13.00 per square metre,

To use own underlay and to supply one roll (15 square metres) of Combi-felt Crumb Rubber / Felt underlay, 
Paperfelt to be laid beneath,

Fitting to same by gripperods installation,

Supply & fix anodised brass doorbars as necessary,

Uplift and leave existing materials on site*,

Move furniture as necessary (customer to move all personal belongings).

Please Note

During our site survey it was noted that some doors would require trimming to allow sufficient clearance for the new carpets and underlay. The carpet fitter cannot undertake this work and it is therefore the customer’s responsibility to ensure that the doors are trimmed prior to carpet installation.

For your information we enclose a leaflet of a local door cutting service.

* As discussed on site there is a moth infestation, so we can take up and bag up the existing carpet, but we cannot put it on our vans, so you will need to contact the council to arrange a collection of the waste. You will need to arrange for a pest controller to spray to eradicate the problem as well, before the new carpet is laid.

 
The floors are uneven in places, it would need a builder if you wanted to attempt to improve the floors levels, or we can cover them as they are.
