Communal stairs and landings from top floor down to and including basement landing and long hall and lift, excluding the ground floor hallway
To supply Bell Twist 80% wool 20% nylon wilton carpeting,

4.57 metre wide, Colour to confirm @ £31.75 per square metre,

42oz Felt underlay to be laid beneath,

Fitting to same by gripperods installation,

Secure gripperods to solid floors on landings, using epoxy adhesive,

To drill and plug gripper to solid stairs,

Supply & fix solid brass doorbars to basement doors,

Supply Coir Matting – colour Natural to entrance (1.10m deep x 1.25m wide),

Uplift and dispose of existing stuck down carpet,

Areas to be clear at time of installation,

For the sum of: -

Communal stairs and landings from top floor down to and including basement landing and long hall and lift, excluding the ground floor hallway
To supply Super Wyndham 80% wool 20% nylon wilton carpeting,

4.57 metre wide, Colour to confirm @ £53.00 per square metre,

42oz Felt underlay to be laid beneath,

Fitting to same by gripperods installation,

Secure gripperods to solid floors on landings, using epoxy adhesive,

To drill and plug gripper to solid stairs,

Supply & fix solid brass doorbars to basement doors,

Supply Coir Matting – colour Natural to entrance (1.10m deep x 1.25m wide),

Uplift and dispose of existing stuck down carpet,

Areas to be clear at time of installation,

Please Note

The existing carpet is stuck directly to the existing floors. This is a recognised method of installing contract carpets but normally reserved for flat areas, offices etc. When this method is used on stairs it is normal to install stair nosings on the steps (as on your first flight of stairs). 

I would strongly recommend laying the new wilton carpet traditionally on felt and gripper, it will also be the less expensive method as stair nosings are expensive, and also because there is a residue of old adhesive you should latex screed all areas to give a new clean surface to stick to. As new adhesive laid onto old adhesive can cause an adverse reaction that can cause severe problems. 

Because your stairs are stone we need to drill, plug and screw the gripper to the stairs to ensure complete safety, we can glue the gripper to the landings which is less expensive.

All the lift doors are going to need to be trimmed, and also the rounded stair nosings have been removed from the first flight of stairs (probably to make the stair nosings fit) can these be put back? wooden nosing screwed into the stairs will be fine. 

Can your builders carry out this work ?
