5 metre wide, Colour Chameleon @ £38.50 per square metre,

10mm PU foam underlay & Paperfelt to be laid beneath,

Fitting to same by gripperods installation,

Supply & fix Polished Chrome doorbars to kitchen, matwell and around trapdoors,
Supply Coir Matting – colour Natural to entrance (1.50m deep x 1.00m wide),

Areas to be clear at time of installation,

We have assumed the builders will take up and dispose of the existing carpets.
