Please Note

The existing carpet shows extreme updraught soiling, especially on the top floor. This is where air blows through the gaps in the floorboards and between the gaps between the floor and skirting boards bringing with it dirt from beneath the floor which filters out on the carpet. 

I have allowed for two layers of paperfelt to be laid in the above prices, which will stop the air blowing through the floorboard gaps. To stop it blowing through the skirting board gaps we need to fill these gaps with silicone sealant, but the gaps on the top floor are so large I do not think this will work. You may need to get a builder to piece in a strip of timber in the gaps or use expanding foam.

The floors are also uneven on the top floor and we could lay a hardboard to improve the floor condition, this would also make the gap under the skirting boards smaller and the silicone sealant would be more likely to work (see prices below).

3mm Flooring grade hardboard to be laid beneath to prepare sub-floor,

As discussed on site, in the top floor bathroom if the freestanding bath can be un-plumbed before we fit, we can avoid most of the seams otherwise we will have to cut around the legs of the bath.
