There is also very bad updraught soiling throughout the flat; where air blows through gaps in the floorboards and under the skirting boards bringing dirt with it, that filters onto the carpet; especially around the perimeters. We have allowed to put a heavy duty paper down to stop air blowing through the floorboards, and we would normally fill the gaps between the skirting boards and floorboards with silicone sealant, but the gaps are so big this would not work. It looks like you will be having builders in the property and it could be worth asking them if they could rectify this problem with either expanding foam or piecing a piece of wood under the skirting. We can discuss this with you but if nothing is done the problem will reoccur.

We trust the above meets with your approval and look forward to receiving your further instructions in due course.
