There will be small joins between the cupboards and the hearth in the dining room and the hall will also need joins; we can discuss the exact whereabouts.

Having planned the job different ways, I have come to the conclusion that the best way to carpet the flat is to lay the carpet straight in the two sections of the flat and have a diagonal join in the hall where they meet ( as the seagrass is laid at present). Carpets do not seam together as well on a diagonal join but we can try a couple of different techniques on the day to achieve the best join possible, I think this is the lesser of two evils, as laying the carpet in one direction throughout will be much more wasteful and the weave will look strange if it runs at an angle in one half of the flat.   

We will probably need to meet again on site to run through where the seams will fall and discuss the diagonal join. 

During our site survey it was noted that some doors would require trimming to allow sufficient clearance for the new carpets and underlay. The carpet fitter cannot undertake this work and it is therefore the customer’s responsibility to ensure that the doors are trimmed prior to carpet installation.

For your information we enclose a leaflet of a local door cutting service.

We trust the above meets with your approval and look forward to receiving your further instructions in due course.
