To supply Mayfair Cord 100% wool 5 metre wide carpeting,

Colour to confirm @ “special clearance price” £17.00 per square metre,

Cosilay 10mm PU foam underlay & Paperfelt to be laid beneath,

Fitting to same, re-using existing gripperod fixings,

Supplement existing gripperods where necessary,

Supply & fix six anodised brass/alloy doorbars,

Uplift and dispose of existing carpet and underlay,

Areas to be clear at time of installation,

Bathroom and shower room.
To supply Novilon Viva Cushion Vinyl floorcovering,

4 metre wide, Colour 8319 @ £19.00 per square metre,

6mm Plywood to be laid in shower room to prepare sub-floor,

To clean and degrease existing ceramic tiles in bathroom,

To apply primer to existing ceramic tiles in bathroom,

To latex screed bathroom to prepare sub-floor,

Fitting to same by loose lay installation,

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Please Note

The floors are uneven in places, especially the entrance hall where the shape of the floorboards are visible through the carpet and underlay.

It may be worth laying a 6mm plywood in this area to level the floor.

Entrance hall

6mm Plywood to be laid to prepare sub-floor,

For the sum of: -

During our site survey it was noted that some doors would require trimming to allow sufficient clearance for the new carpets and underlay. The carpet fitter cannot undertake this work and it is therefore the customer’s responsibility to ensure that the doors are trimmed prior to carpet installation.

The ceramic tiles in the bathroom have cracked due to movement in the wooden subfloor. We have quoted to clean, prime and lay a thin layer of screed to these tiles before laying the cushionfloor. As we discussed, we would recommend that these tiles should be taken up and we lay the cushionfloor to the subfloor, I know this will cause you problems with floor heights and the existing bathroom suite and we can lay over them if you want us to, but there is a danger that the screed may crack in the future. We cannot be held responsible if there are any complications with this method of installation.

I will not stick the cushionfloor to the screed in case there are any problems, we will then have the option of lifting the cushionfloor without damaging it.

We trust the above meets with your approval and look forward to receiving your further instructions in due course.
