Please Note

The existing floorboards are the original floorboards and are uneven in places. The shape of the boards may show through the new carpet, as they are in some places on the existing carpet. Some of this effect is down to the age of the existing carpet and underlay but the unevenness is not helping. You could think about laying a plywood/hardboard before the new carpet and underlay to improve the sub floor. 

During our site survey it was noted that some doors may trimming to allow sufficient clearance for the new carpets and thicker underlay. The carpet fitter cannot undertake this work and it is therefore the customer’s responsibility to ensure that the doors are trimmed prior to carpet installation.

For your information we enclose a leaflet of a local door cutting service.
