Amtico do not really recommend a product for sound proofing beneath their floors. I would suggest that when you have the floorboards screwed down that you fill the voids beneath the floorboards and between the joists with sound proofing material. There are acoustic boards on the market but they are floating floors and are difficult to secure the plywood to and I would have concerns about movement in the floor.

If sound proofing is a very important consideration in this job you may need to contact a specialist in this area, we would be happy to work with them to ensure they leave us with a suitable floor to lay over.

With regard to fixing the creaking boards we can recommend Alf Wilson on 07956 587054 if you do not have someone to carry out the work.
