Further to our recent site survey, please find herewith our quotation to supply and lay carpets at the above mentioned address as detailed below.
Basement Office (Replacement of flood damaged materials)
To supply Zen 100% Polyamide carpeting,

4 metre wide, Colour 124 @ £27.95 per square metre,

Durafit crumb rubber underlay to be laid beneath,

Fitting to same by gripperods & stick down installation using approved adhesives,

Re-use existing gripperods & supplement with new as necessary,

Seam carpet as necessary, (room is wider than 4m width of carpet)

Supply and fix 6mm easy shim ramp to make up height at tiled doorway,

Supply new 6mm crumb rubber underlay to basement passage 

Relay basement passage carpet (when dry) using existing gripperods,

Supply and fit 1 x new easy shim to Wc & re-use existing around manhole cover,

Area to remain clear of furniture at time of installation

Please Note

Due to the existing carpet and the rubber underlay that it was fully adhered to have been subject to a flood of water over a period of some hours to actual saturation point, the secondary backing of the carpet has started to delaminate from its primary backing and the fact that the tackifier and water based adhesives have been soaked into the pile of the carpet, there is no salvage value of either product and therefore the carpet and underlay should be removed from site immediately to facilitate the drying process of the sub-floor prior to installation of any replacement materials
As the concrete substrate and perimeter walls have been ‘tanked’ there is nowhere for the water to escape and therefore the drying process should be helped with the use of dehumidifiers
I would also suggest that a hygrometer damp test may be necessary to check that the sub-floor has thoroughly dried out before installing new carpets. 

As the basement passage carpet was not subject to being saturated, although it was wet enough that it had to be uplifted to facilitate a drying out process, we are hopeful that this carpet will dry sufficiently to be re-laid.

However, the passage carpet is constructed of 100% Wool and should it shrink during its drying process then I have attached a separate cost for the replacement of this area.   
I look forward to receiving your further instructions in due course.
