Dear Mr. Atkins,

               I have read through the comparison quote you have obtained from Frontlight Flooring Ltd. and would like to point out a couple of points which may be the cause of the £1966.58 + vat difference between our quotes. 

               They have not included any new brass doorbars and have left them as an extra item of £21.00 per metre, we have included them and if you add on the amount required to their quote it would be in the region of £600 -£700.

               Their quantities also seem a little low, they are allowing 284 square metres for the job, but this is not a great deal more than the nett floor area, I have allowed 308 square metres to do the job excluding the lifts. It is possible you could put extra joins in to lower the total amount required but this is not something I would advise.   

               Finally their quantities for the lifts must be incorrect, the lifts need around 8 square metres per lift to do the floor and walls, they have allowed 2 square metres for both lifts. By my calculations if the bars were added on and their quantities in line with mine they would come out dearer than ourselves. I would check with them how they plan to run the carpet and where joins would fall.       

                I know the other company has suggested using underlay is not necessary, which is true, contract carpets can be stuck direct. But knowing Balmoral Court, using a Durafit underlay system gives the benefit of a contract installation with the more luxurious feel of an underlay, which would give a much better installation. 

                The only problem I have is the manufacturers of the carpet have no stock, and the stock will not be arriving into the UK until the end of December. I can fit as soon as the stock is available, but I could show you alternatives if a quick fitting is important.
