               I am writing concerning recent correspondence I have had from your office about the change in our circumstances and re : overpayments in previous years. I have written to you and phoned your office to point out your errors but my letters are never acknowledged or taken any notice of. I enclose the last letter I sent but will try again to correct the facts.  
               Year 2003-2004 we made our claim and estimated our joint earnings as £22,500.00 , I enclose accounts for this year which confirm our earnings were actually slightly lower at £21,749.00. We had four children in full time education this year : Marc Jon Southam d.o.b. 27/5/1985, Fiona Louise Southam d.o.b. 28/9/87, Amelia Lucy Southam d.o.b. 6/6/1992 & Owen James Southam d.o.b. 29/1/1994. This information was supplied at the time and an award of £3524.37 made by yourselves, subsequently you have asked for £732.55 back, but with no explanation. I can only assume it is to do with my eldest son Marc, he had to stay on at school for an extra year to catch up as he had missed a significant proportion of his studies due to a serious illness.

               Year 2004-2005 we estimated our earnings at £22,500.00 as the previous year, but as the result of a disastrous years trading which caused me to cease trading, our combined earnings were only £13,633.00. Our eldest son Marc left full time education at the end of the school year in 2004 ( I do not know if you calculate this as July or the start of the new school year in September) but the three younger children all remained in full time education for all the year, their details as above. We have only received £1890.70 in Child Tax Credit for this year and I am sure we must be owed a balance.        
Our claim for year 2005-2006 which is enclosed, we still have three children in full time education but both of us have become employed.

                 I hope this information can clear up the confusion, which mainly seems to be that you have not accounted for our children, I do not know why you would suddenly delete the children from our claim , but please let me know if you need any other details.
