27 MINUTES.  The Minutes of the Meeting of the Planning Committee held on 8 September 2005 were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chairman.
28 SOUTHFIELD PARK PRIMARY SCHOOL, LONG GROVE ROAD, EPSOM – FELLING OF A LONDON PLANE SUBJECT TO A TREE PRESERVATION ORDER.  The Committee considered an application from the Head Teacher and Governors of Southfield Park Primary School to fell a large London Plane tree situated within the school grounds.

The Committee REFUSED consent to fell the London Plane T81, subject of the Horton Hospital Tree Preservation Order no.284, for the following reasons:

The loss of the tree will be detrimental to the character and visual amenity of the landscape.

The tree is not the principal cause of wall failure and it would appear that there are alternative solutions to rectify the wall failure that do not involve damaging or removing the tree.

The Committee received a verbal submission from the Head Teacher of Southfield Park Primary School, noted a letter of representation from the Tree Advisory Board and an email from Councillor Vince Romagnuolo.

Reason:  To enable the Borough Council to exercise control over the type and colour of the materials so as to secure a satisfactory appearance in the interests of the visual amenities and character of the locality as required by Policies BE1 and DC1 of the Epsom and Ewell District Wide Local Plan (May 2000).

The bedroom window in the western flank elevation shall be non-openable and glazed with obscure glass and shall be so maintained. 


Reason:  To safeguard privacy of the occupants of adjoining properties as required by Policy DC1 of the Epsom and Ewell District Wide Local Plan (May 2000).

The rear of the site shall be used for residential amenity only and for no other purpose (including any other purpose within Use Class C3; of the Schedule to the Town and Country Planning (Use Classes) Order l987, or in any provision equivalent to that Class in any statutory instrument revoking or re-enacting that Order with or without modification).


Reason: To ensure a satisfactory form of use of the premises as required by Policy DC1 of the Epsom and Ewell District Wide Local Plan (May 2000).

Notwithstanding the provisions of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order l995 (or any Order amending or revoking and re-enacting that Order), planning permission shall be required in respect of development falling within Classes A and B; of Part 1 Schedule 2 of that Order. 

Reason:  To ensure that development within the permitted Classes in question is not carried out is such a way as to prejudice the appearance of the proposed development or the amenities of the occupiers of adjoining property as required by Policy DC1 of the Epsom and Ewell District Wide Local Plan (May 2000).

The Chairman permitted Councillor Taylor to make a verbal representation to the Committee, following which both Councillors Pavey and Taylor withdrew from the Chamber and took no part in the debate on the application, having declared a personal and prejudicial interest in this item in accordance with the Local Code of Conduct for Members on the grounds that they both knew a former Liberal Democrat Councillor who lived immediately adjacent to the plot being discussed.
