Stairs Only

Option 1 – Bound Runner
To supply Mini Boucle, 100% Wool carpeting, 4 metre wide, Colour PMB 27,

Fomalux Crumb Rubber / Felt underlay to be laid beneath,

Fitting to same by gripperods installation,

Stairs to be fitted as runners with 3” Cotton tape sewn ½ & ½ to sides,

(Exact runner widths to be confirmed with client)

Supply Entrance Matting – Type & colour to confirm to entrance matwell,

For the sum of: -


£ 2,505.65 + Vat

Option 2 – Whipped Runner
To supply Mini Boucle, 100% Wool carpeting, 4 metre wide, Colour PMB 27,

Fomalux Crumb Rubber / Felt underlay to be laid beneath,

Fitting to same by gripperods installation,

Stairs to be fitted as runners with whipped edges,

(Exact runner widths to be confirmed with client)

Supply Entrance Matting – Type & colour to confirm to entrance matwell,

For the sum of: -


£ 1,843.72 + Vat

Please Note

The carpets will need to be fitted in 2 stages. The straight stair runners can be pre-bound to the agreed size and will be installed during the 1st visit. Once these stairs are in place we will cut & shape the winding stairs and return them to the workshop for edging. Once these are received back from the workshop we can return to site to complete the fitting approximately 7-10 days after the 1st visit.
