Notes Regarding Existing Flooring
Having examined the existing flooring we would ask you to take note of the following observations.
1) The present flooring appears not to be a “Floating” floor but is apparently stuck to the Parquet Blocks which are themselves stuck to the original sub-floor.

2) When the present flooring is removed it is very likely that many of the Parquet Blocks will come away from the sub-floor at the same time.
3) These Blocks will either have to be replaced or the gaps made good with a suitable filler.

4) This is not our area of expertise and therefore our price does not include for carrying out any of these works.
5) Another possible option would be to repair the damaged areas of wood using a suitable filler and fit the carpets on top. Should this option be taken at least 2 Doors would require trimming. (see 4 above).

6) There is exposed pipework in the Front Bedroom. This needs to be remedied prior to the carpet installation. (see 4 above).
