Due to the layout of the property & in order to avoid unnecessary seams, the weave of the Sisal in the Dining Room will run @ 90º to that of the adjacent inner hall / corridor

During George’s site survey he noted that some of the doors are set too low to the ground. The doors will need to be trimmed by the appropriate tradesman prior to the installation to allow sufficient clearance for the new Sisal & underlay. The overall thickness of the Sisal & Durafit underlay is 12mm, however we would recommend that the doors be trimmed to a clearance of approx. 17mm from the existing floor level to ensure that the doors do not rub the surface of the Sisal.
We trust the above meets with your approval and look forward to receiving your further instructions in due course.
