Please Note

· The fitters do not trim doors, therefore please ensure all doors are trimmed to the correct height prior to the installation.

· The Sale Prices shown above are valid until 17th April 2010 only.

· During our site survey it was evident that the existing sub-floors are in poor condition & therefore we strongly recommend that Hardboard be fitted by your building contractor prior to the carpet installation. Failure to remedy the poor floor condition prior to the carpet installation may result in poor wear and an unsatisfactory appearance.

· We also noted that the existing carpet is suffering from dust penetration around the edges, commonly known as updraught soiling. This condition is caused when the gap between the floorboards & the gap between the skirting board and the floor allows rising dust to pass through and deposit onto the carpet causing unsightly dark marks around the perimeter, therefore in addition to laying hardboard throughout we would also strongly recommend that the gap between the skirting & the floor be filled with a suitable mastic sealant to try and prevent a re-occurrence of this problem.

We trust the above meets with your approval and look forward to receiving your further instructions in due course.
