How ...
First treatment after installation
After installation your � oor needs an extra oil treatment 
to make the surface more wear resistant. Use Woca Oil 
Conditioner for this. 

Shake the container carefully. The � oor must be 
free from dust before treatment.

Clean the � oor with 125 ml Oil Refresher mixed 
into 5 liter of cold water.

Treat with a light wrung � oor cloth or mop 
lengthwise of the � oor. Immediately afterwards, 
dip � oor cloth or mop into mixture and wipe the 
� oor with hard wrung � oor cloth or mop again 
lengthwise of the wood.

Leave the � oor to dry for approx 2 hours before 
use.

14  days later you can start the maintenance with the 
Natural Soap. 

Regular cleaning with Natural Soap
Natural Soap is ideal for the cleaning and maintenance
of all oiled, UV oiled or soaped wood surfaces. 

Natural Soap White is shaken carefully before 
use.

125 m l Natural Soap is mixed into 5 liter of cold
water.

Always mop the � oor with soap water on hard-
wrung mop or cloth in order to reastablish the 
protective Natural soap � lm. 

Leave the � oor to dry for approx 2 hours before 
use.

Annual cleaning with Oil Refresher
Oiled � oors should be regularly maintained – normal-
ly once a year, but more often when it comes to � oors  
exposed to extremely hard wear. Follow the instructions 
as described on top of this page. 

Please notice!
Risk of self-ignition: Due to the risk of self-ignition it is 
important that oil wetted cloths are soaked in water and 
disposed of in a tightly closed container after use.
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Always mop the � oor with soap water on hard-
wrung mop or cloth in order to reastablish the 3

water.
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
