Further to our recent site survey, please find herewith our quotation to supply and lay  carpeting at the above property as detailed below.
Top floor landing and stairs down, first floor landing and stairs down.
To supply and fit Lakeland Herdwick 100% wool loop pile carpeting, 4 metre wide, colour: LH03 Hilltop laid onto natural fibre felt underlay over paper lining by tackless gripper installation reusing the existing grippers with new brass bars at the doorway transitions.

All existing carpet and underlay to be removed in advance by your decorators.
For the sum of: -

The extra cost for providing Antique Brass finish door bars would be £63.00.  
Please Note

All personal effects and breakables, movable items of furniture, computer and home entertainment equipment is the responsibility of the customer and should be cleared from the areas to be fitted prior to our fitter’s arrival.

Payment terms:

NOTES.
Lakeland Herdwick has a pile content of 100% wool and is categorised as a linear loop suitable for heavy domestic use which includes landings and stairs. Like all loop pile carpets flattening on the stair treads will be more apparent than a twist pile. Flattening is a normal process and should not be confused with premature wear.

The existing installation is seamed at the doorway transitions and it is apparent that the fitting was completed in one stage.

It will be necessary to cut through these seams to release the carpet fitted to the landings. It is not practical to use the exposed cut edges of the carpets fitted to the bedrooms to seam on the new carpet. This means that door bars will be required to allow the new carpet to be properly tensioned at the doorways. As and when the carpets in the bedrooms are replaced these profiles will be reused. 

We do not recommend seaming different products together as the backings differ in specification. The variations in elasticity do not allow for uniform tensioning and  will often cause rucking and bubbling of the surface which can be difficult to eliminate.
