Dear Mr Hazelden

We wrote to you on 9 December 2003 concerning the involvement of a vehicle registered in your name that caused damage to our property at the above address.

We were informed by the police of your insurance details and duly contacted your Insurance Company to advise them of the accident.  We have today been advised that you are not proposing to make a claim through Norwich Union in order to reimburse us for the damage caused and subsequent rebuilding of our front garden wall, and that you will be dealing with the matter on a private basis.

To date we have had no response from you to our letter and no confirmation from you that you wish to settle with us personally.

We can now inform you that the cost of materials and labour for rebuilding the wall is £176.25.  We would therefore expect receipt of this amount very shortly, and preferably in cash rather than cheque to avoid problems of clearance through banks.  If we do not hear from you within the next seven days we will have no option but to refer the matter back to the police in order for a prosecution to be brought against you.

We hope that you will choose to settle this matter without further delay.
