Reference:  8 – 12 Coombe Lane, Raynes Park, London, SW20.

We understand that your are currently developing this site with access from Worple Road by way of the original service road which is shared by others who have right of access.

Since work commenced on this site our business has been regularly  inconvenienced by your contractors as a result of the service road being blocked by deliveries and off loading of vehicles. At times it has meant that our staff have not been able to get the vehicles out to go about their business. We have car parking rights on the land at the rear of our premises which is adjacent to the development.

On Thursday 25th November last two of our vehicles were splattered with slurry from a bucket being used to move concrete from a ready mix vehicle over the boundary fence and into the site. This was reported to the persons responsible and one of the vehicles was washed down before the concrete set. The route taken to move this material was over the land where our vehicles are parked. No warning of intention was given and we understand that the operation is not permitted over private land. This action was repeated again on the afternoon of Wed 22nd December and this time after spilling the slurry on to my car a blue tarpaulin was draped over it. No permission was sought nor notice of intent given. This time both my car and a colleagues were damaged by the persons responsible trying to rub off the concrete mix. There are fine circular scratch patterns which have permanently marked the paintwork. 

Please accept this letter as notice that we intend to hold your company responsible for this damage and all costs to repair it.

We are currently closing for Christmas but the matter will be pursued in January when we return to work.

It would be appreciated if you could acknowledge receipt of this letter in writing and also phone to make an appointment to view the damage for yourself.
