Cold turkey is the term 

used for heroin addicts 
when they are withdrawing 
from their ghastly addic­
tion. Cold turkey need not 
be as bad as that, but it 
can be quite dry and taste­
less unless used skilfully. 
Here are a couple of reci­
pes for using up that pre­
cious bird in a more excit­
ing way than cold cuts. 
Very often just a little of 
the turkey is left and you 
only need a relatively 
small quantity for these 
recipes. 
T u r k e y T e t r a z z i n i . 

} lb. Spaghetti. J cup 
sliced mushrooms. 3 table­
spoons Margarine. 3 table­
spoons flour, j cup strained 
Giblet soup. J cup white 
wine. } cup evaporated 
milk, l i cups leftover tur­
key, cubed, salt and black 
pepper. 
M e t h o d . 

Cook spaghetti in salted 
water until tender (15 
mins.). Drain and rinse 
with hot water. Cook mush­
rooms in butter or margar­
ine for five minutes. Sprin­
kle with flour; stir, add 
soup and w i n e . Cook gently 
stirring all the time. Add 
evaporated milk and seas­
on. In a greased baking 
dish put a layer of spag­
hetti, then a layer of tur­
key, and a layer of mush­
room sauce. Repeat, ending 
with a top layer of spag­
hetti. Sprinkle top gener­
ously with buttered bread­
crumbs mixed with Parme­
san cheese. Bake in a hot 
oven (450" degrees F.) until 
lightly browned and bubb­
ling. 
T u r k e y C r o q u e t t e s . 

6 cups of breadcrumbs. 
} cup of celery tops. 3 
tablespoons onion finely 
diced. 1} cups chopped tur­
key. 1 tablespoon (teaspoon) 

salt. I teaspoon pepper, i 
cup white wine. 2 table­
spoons melted margarine. 
1 egg, beaten. 
Method. 

Mix ingredients in order 
given, ending with the 
beaten egg. Form into cro­
quettes; place on a shallow 
greased pan; brush with 
melted margarine. Bake in 
a hot oven (450 degrees F.) 
for about 25 minutes, or 
until lightly browned. 
Turkey Fricassee. 

Normally you use a fresh 
boiled chicken or turkey 
for this dish, but you may 
use leftover poultry with 
good quality stock equally 
suecessfull. 

3 cups diced Turkey. 3 
cups of turkey stock, salt 
and black pepper. 2 cups 
white wine. 1 cup button 
onions. 2 tablespoons pars­
ley. 1 cup button mush­
rooms. 2 tablespoons butt­
er. 2 tablespoons flour. 2 
egg yolks, double cream, 
croutons of bread, fried in 
butter. 
Method. 

Bring the stock with the 
wine, salt and pepper, on­
ions and a bouquet garni 
to the boil. Skim and re­
duce heat. Melt butter in 
the top of a double sauce­
pan; add flour and mix till 
smooth. Pour in strained 
boiled stock and stir over 
water until boiling. Add 
sliced mushrooms and sim­
mer gently for 15 minutes. 
Combine the yolks with 
juice of } lemon (and a 
little double cream) and 
stir in a little hot sauce. 
Pour egg and lemon mix­
ture into double saucepan 
and stir until thick and 
smooth. Do not allow to 
boil or it will curdle. Serve 
the gently heated turkey 
pieces with the sauce and 
garnish with parsley and 
croutons.

A summary report pub­
lished recently by the De­
partment of Labour indicates 
that if present trends con­
tinue there will be a 
shortage of skilled female 
workers in the Galway area 
within a few years. 

What emerges rather 
strongly from the report is 
that the preferences and ex­
pectations of large numbers 
of students are out of line 
with the requirements of 
the labour market as seen 
by employers. Although 
the report warns against 
accepting blindly the estim­
ates of manpower demand 
as made by employers there 
is little doubt but that the 
demands of the market 
have changed considerably 
from what they were in the 
past. Fewer people living in 
Galway city were employed 
in building and construct­
ion work and in agricul­
ture in 1966 than in 1961 
while during the same per­
iod employment in services 
and industry increased. 

Comparisons between the 
Census of 1966 and the 
previous one of 1961 pro­
vided the survey team with 
much of their basic stat­
istics. These showed an in­
crease of 11% in the pop­
ulation of Galway city. 

A comparatively high 
percentage (60%) of Galway 
city were in the active age 
groups (15 to 64 years) 
compared with that for the 
state as a whole (58%). 

93 firms out of a total 
of 573 firms which em­
ployed 20 or more workers 
(and over three quarters of 
the total number of em­
ployees) assisted the survey 
team by completing a de­
tailed questionnaire. One 
of the main points which 
showed up in the returns 
was that only 12 of the 93 
firms had had a strike in 
the five years up to 1967. 

From returns completed 
by schools in Galway city 
and the surrounding area, 
the survey team calculated 
that over one-third of the 
1503 pupils who left the 
school at the end of 1967¬ 
68 school year (245 boys 
and 311 girls) continued 
into third level education 
mainly either university, 
teaching training college or 
nursing. The rest entered 
the labour market proper. 

The team set out to in-
view 393 people who were 
registered unemployed in 
the city on a specific date 
in the autumn of 1967 
(3.8% of the gainfully 
occupied). They had inter­
views with 284 in order to 
assess the extent to which 
they might be available 
for work in the city and 
found that 84 might be con­
sidered unavailable as they 
were normally engaged in 
casual work (such as 
dockers) or had seasonal or 
temporary jobs, or were on 
short time. 

The report suggests that 

the level of unemploym 
remains at a comparativ 
low level. 

The survey team not 
that an industrial train' 
centre had now been open 
by AnCO on the Galv 
industrial estate, and 
of its primary objecti 
was to enable unemplo 
workers to be trained. 

The survey team su 
gested that the developnr

However, interviews wit 
more t h a n 400 peopl 
selected at random on thi 
area showed that the tw 
groups least in favour a 
working in the city wer 
farmers a n d housewive 
while those most willing t 
consider working in the cit 
were those already in full 
time employment in th 
catchment a r e a as the; 
were attracted by the bette 
jobs and better money ex 
pected there.
