1. As discussed with Mr Langan during the site visit there are a number issues with the existing engineered wood flooring that are not obvious as to why they have happened therefore we would ask that you inform us of when the existing flooring has been uplifted so that we can see what/if the reason lies beneath and carry out a hygrometer reading. 
2. The fitter will disconnect, move and reconnect your appliances, but neither the fitter nor Mr Carpet will accept responsibility what so ever for any malfunction, customer’s can use their own tradesmen if they prefer.

3. The fitters do not trim doors, therefore please ensure all doors are trimmed to the correct height prior to the installation. Alternatively, we can recommend a sub contractor, payable direct.

4. At the time of survey the existing floorcovering was still insitu. In the event 

      that there is damage to the sub floor once the work starts to remove it, it   

      may be necessary to provide additional time and material to obtain a   

      suitable surface on which to lay the new flooring.  These costs will be 
      charged as extras to this estimate.
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5. The provision to “move and replace furniture” covers the movement of items of furniture that are physically too big to be moved by the occupant. Personal belongings / ornaments and small items of furniture are not included, these items should be cleared from the area to be carpeted prior to the fitter’s arrival.
