Fitting issues regarding S27320 Alexander White
Notes following Richards visit Wednesday 29th July (see numbered images attached that relate to points below).

1. Need to replace carpet to step above winder 7 a turn carpet at side, also put a tack in carpet on turn of winder 7

2. Tidy up, re-bolster carpet on top step off main stairs where meets riser.

3. Attend to carpet at door bar to rear bedroom where carpet dips due to no underlay or gripper beneath.

4. Lump under carpet to rear bedroom, fitter to pull back and remove.

5. Bolster down carpet to door frame behind door where loose.

6. Marks on wall to study where fitter left bag up against (Vivienne will have this re-painted).
7. Creases to study. Re-stretch required.

8. Creases to landing. Re-stretch required.

9. No shim fitted against bathroom tiles (our error as we did not allocate) however bar has been poorly fitted, short on both sides so needs a new bar fitted.

10. Loft b/n needs attention as loose threads to curve on cap and band is to long where meets cap so needs trimming up.

11. Tidy up carpet to bar on top landing. Same issue as point 3.
12. Discuss finish to bottom 2 b/n’s. I advised that turning the carpet so that it is in line with the straights is the best finish. I informed Vivienne that there would be a bulge on the turn and that we would put a tack in at this point. Turn and tacking the carpet would be better but there is scotia beading beneath the lip as well as a wire on the bottom riser.
