World war one was a very sad time for lots of people, for those at war and at home, many soldiers did not return and some who did had been badly injured   

Some people who objected to fighting in the war were known as conscientious  objectors and were locked away in Winchester prison as they refused to fight 

They were picked on by the guards who thought they were cowards, the prisoners were not allowed to talk so they wrote on toilet paper to pass messages, this was known as the Winchester whisperer a form of news letter 

When the war ended in  1918 , all those poor people who had lost there lives were remembered on remembrance Sunday every year in November still to this day and the symbol we all know is that of a red poppy   
The 100th anniversary was in august 2014 when poppies were placed all around the tower of London to show those fallen heroes will not be forgotten
