Please Note

1. The labour cost of the vinyl flooring would be reduced if it was installed at the same time as the wood flooring.

2. Wood flooring is prone to expand if wet. The likelihood of wood flooring being damaged if installed in a utility room is high and we would recommend vinyl flooring is selected for this area such as Amtico, Karndean or sheet vinyl.

3. These floorings require an expansion gap at the perimeters of between 10 -12mm. This estimate is based on the skirting being removed prior to our arrival to site. No allowance has been made for re-fixing the skirting on completion. We have allowed for 1m of scotia as required.
4. The latex screed we will use to correct the difference between the areas will mean that the flooring where this is applied cannot be walked on for 2 – 4 hours after laying depending on the thickness of the screed and the temperature on the day.

5. This estimate is based on the existing flooring being uplifted and the holes in the sub floor being filled prior to our arrival. 

6. During our site survey it was noted that a number of doors might require trimming to allow sufficient clearance for the new carpets and underlay. This work cannot be carried out by the carpet fitter. We can recommend a contractor to carry out this work if required.

We trust the above meets with your approval and this estimate is guaranteed for a period of 21 days. Thereafter it may be subject to a price increase. I look forward to receiving your further instructions in due course.
