I am in receipt of your fax dated 6th November, which was received by us on the 27th of November.

I am happy to release the carpet you have paid for as soon as the payment we have received has cleared. 

With regard to the amount of material still held the carpet we have is the balance of your order S16192 which I have already faxed a copy of to you. 

This is carpet cut to shape for the hall and 1st floor WC and a carpet large enough to cover the dining room. 

The original order was for £2120 and you paid £1060 deposit prior to us fitting the 1st stage which was carpet to 2 bedrooms stairs & landings the balance of £1060 was due under the terms of that contract. The amount we claimed in our summons was for the completion of that order. We deducted £333 which was equal to the value of the labour to deliver & install the carpet and the ancillaries (ie underlay gripper etc) for the areas still in store. 

Therefore as we have reduced the balance we are unable to deliver the carpet free of charge. We can arrange delivery either one morning before 12am or one afternoon after 1pm for a cost of £65.00, which we will be happy to arrange on receipt of cleared funds. Alternatively the goods can be collected from our warehouse Monday – Friday between 9am – 3pm. If you wish to collect the carpet please fax the name & vehicle number of the person collecting the day before you wish to collect the goods and I will authorise our warehouse manager to release the goods to your agent. We will continue to store the goods until the end of December and thereafter if they have not been collected we reserve the right to dispose of the carpets as they are taking up valuable rack space and this is at a premium.
