I am in receipt of your letter and thank you for sending me a forwarding address.

It came to my attention that at the end of the tenancy that the council tax had not been paid. It appears that this had not been assessed separately and it was only when the council were notified of you vacating the premises that they were alerted to this fact. They have subsequently inspected the property and assessed it as being in band C and the cost for 12 months for a band C property in Richmond is £1190.27 and therefore 6 months council tax of £595.13 is due for payment.

Also the electricity which has been metered from the main supply for the shop had also not been charged to you for the six months you occupied the flat. I apologise for this but the meter for the flat was read on the 22/10/03 as 00114 and when It was read again after you left on the 13th April the reading was 01343.

I have enclosed a copy of the last bill we received showing the units used and the unit cost, there is no apportionment for the standing charge included in the cost of £65.25.

Also I have enclosed a copy of the Inventory taken after you had left the premises by Residential Inventory Services. I have highlighted the areas where they feel there is additional cleaning required and I am prepared to settle for a £50 contribution towards the cost of rectifying these matters.
Therefore the original deposit of £1040 + interest (see statement enclosed) is now £1041.76 less the cost of the Council tax, Electricity & cleaning (£710.38) leaves a balance of £331.38 for which I have enclosed a cheque for this amount made out to yourself.
