I am in receipt of your letter dated 24th May and I will be sending you copy receipts in due course. I am currently awaiting the separate billing from Richmond council as the flat has only just been assessed separately as being in band C which is £1190.27 per annum but I have paid business rates on the property (which are higher) and I am awaiting written confirmation of the changes to the register.
