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Summary

Logon scripts can be assigned to users so that drives can be mapped, updates can be made to client PC’s etc

On a server (domain controller) the scripts are located in the following directory:

\\<server>\c$\WINDOWS\SYSVOL\sysvol\mrcuk.mr-carpet.co.uk\scripts
This directory is automatically shared out by Windows as:

\\<server>\netlogon

All domain users have read only access to this share so that the logon scripts can be processed when they logon to a machine

The \\<server>\netlogon shares (and subfolders) are replicated among the other domain controllers within the domain

Assigning logon scripts to a user
· Open ‘Active Directory Users and Computers’ from the Administrative Tools folder on the start menu

· Double click on the user you want to assign a logon script to

· Select the ‘Profile’ tab (see below)
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· Type the name of the logon script you wish to use into the logon script text box (as shown above) and click on ‘Ok’ to close the properties box
Note: If you are unsure which logon scripts are available, type the following into the ‘Run’ box or any explorer window:
%logonserver%\netlogon

You will then see the ‘netlogon’ share of the server that authenticated your logon to the Mr Carpet domain (MRCUK)
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	The ‘netlogon’ share is made up of several elements:
· Files copied to PC’s during a new PC build via RIS

· Files used for server setups

· Individual user logon scripts

· Office logon scripts


Scripts setup

· Office script

· User script

· Backup script

The logon scripts work in the following way:

1. You assign the relevant ‘Office’ script to a user (e.g. sheen.bat)

2. At the end of the office script it looks for a script that matches the ‘User’ logon name in the ‘\\<server>\netlogon\UserScripts‘ folder

e.g davidg.bat

Note: If no user script exists, the logon script just ends normally

3. At the end of the user logon script it looks for a ‘Backup’ script that matches the users logon in the ‘\\<server>\netlogon\UserScripts\BackupScripts’ folder
e.g. davidg_Backup.bat
Note: If no backup script exists, the logon script just ends normally

The ‘Office’ script generally maps the following:

· MrC database location to the I:\ drive  (if reqd)

· Office files to the S:\ drive

A ‘User’ script would be used if a particular person required additional drive mappings to that specified in the general office script.

e.g. Sun accounts application to the T:\ drive

The backup script is used to backup user’s files (from a laptop etc) to a folder on the server, which is then backed up offsite on a daily basis (Databarracks)
Note: The location of the backups on the server is <server>\pcbackups

Using the backup scripts
The backup script needs a few details entered before it can be used

· Name of your PC that needs to be backed up (this must be the Windows computer name)

· The name of the server that the files are being backed up to (this will be the local office server) 

· The folder(s) to be backed up

· The name of the folder in the backup directory

Note: The Folder1 & Subfolder1 etc variables work in the following way:

Use the Folder1,2,3 etc to specify the name of the folders on the PC that needs to be backed up

Use the Subfolder1,2,3 etc to specify the name of the folder that will be created on the backup server to store the files specified in Folder1,2,3 etc
Example: If the user ‘peterg’ ran the backup script shown below, the folder ‘C:\AllWork’ will be backed up from the PC  ‘Fulshop’ to a folder called ‘Allwork’ on server ‘SU3201’
The full path would be \\su3201\pcbackups\peterg\AllWork as the folders are created below a folder setup in the user’s name (e.g. peterg)
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The name of the PC that is being backed up is important. This protects the backed up data from being ‘corrupted’ by logging on at another PC and backing up data from another PC instead of the intended PC
When you logon to the Mr Carpet domain (at any PC) you will see one of the following screens (depending on if you are logging on to the PC you have selected to backup)

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The backup location (\\su3201\PCbackups\peter) will vary depending on your setup and username
