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I went to the measure as asked and the customer was not aware of which room we had not measured so I measured it all again.

I don’t know if the flooring was down when whoever measured it before went there but the floor has 18mm chipboard with sound proofing under it fitted as a loose floating floor.

There are large gaps around the door frames, fireplaces etc and also you can see the edge of the chipboard by the open rail landings and where it has been lifted & re-laid the edges of the tongue & groove are damaged.
This does need fixing before the carpet is laid but it is a builders job and NOT a Mr Carpet job. I have left my mobile number so her boyfriend can ring me if he needs to discuss the prep.
