Dear Geoff,

Thanks very much for coming along on 16th February   to discuss the issues on Riverside Road and update the Estate Committee on National Grid’s plans.

You were able to confirm that there are definite plans to increase the Grid capacity by using the car auction area to expand. However, it does not appear that very much planning has been carried out so far and the timing of the work is uncertain. At best it will be around the end of this year but it is more likely to be some months later

In view of this you the Estate committee is pleased that you have agreed to undertake some short-term improvements. The main area of resurfacing will be from the barrier entrance back to where Riverside Road meets St Martins and then back as far as possible towards the pub.

Please let me know when this work is likely to start so that we can see what is happening at the time and can plan in road marking with Wandsworth Council shortly after.

The committee is also pleased that you see no problems in allowing the Estate Company the right to control the road. The Estate committee have now met and identified the following key areas to be covered in your written authority to act as your agent.

· To decide & enforce where parking is allowed or not allowed.

· To authorize the Estate Company to carry out clamping of wrongly parked vehicles.

· To mark the road surfaces in conjunction with Wandsworth Council to show rights of way, no parking areas and any other areas, which would improve safety & traffic flow
· To put up any necessary signage to make people aware of their rights & obligations
· To have authority to deal with contractors who attend the site.

· To control any misuse of the road other than for its intended purpose as a public right of way only ie fly tipping, abandoned vehicles & obstructing trailers and residents using the road for their storage purposes.
In doing this committee is in no way removing National Grids statutory duty on Health and Safety.

On a final point I will ring you to discuss insurance on the barrier, as I believe this would normally be the freeholder’s responsibility to arrange and then recharge to the Estate.

I look forward to hearing from you soon in connection with a date for the partial resurfacing and your authority to deal with the key issues above as well as general matters on a day-to-day basis
