I am writing to inform you of a meeting on 26 January to discuss working on estate issues, funded entirely by the London Development Agency.

I represent Soloman (Society of London Manufacturers) and have met many of you at a meeting of estate businesses on 8 December.The minutes enclosed highlight the concerns raised and actions agreed at that meeting.

Regrettably in the time available, not everyone was contacted before the December meeting although I did try most by telephone. However, in spite of this and the busy period leading up to the end of the year a creditable 32 businesses were represented.

The purpose of this letter is to inform you all that following this positive response, the LDA is likely to approve the funding. Confirmation of the funding will be received if there is a further show of support to be measured by numbers attending a second meeting to be held with Soloman at 4 p.m. on 26 January.

 If we can get at least the same support as in December, Soloman will allow me, to work 25 days on your behalf. If numbers are greater, then so will be the days funded be. Much has already been achieved by your Estate Committee to date and I would hope to build on this over the coming months.
