Wimbledon Stadium Industrial Estates

As you probably know there has been a meeting on 18th September organised by Ian Andrews of Solomon who has visited most businesses recently.  At that initial meeting a number of people volunteered to serve on a committee to represent the interests of Riverside Road, Swan Estate & Lyndon Yard.  

The local councillor Angela Graham is also interested in helping to improve conditions in the area but the council are a looking for a team of representatives to meet for any discussions to take matters forward. 

There is a possibility of some funding in the form of a grant that can be applied for to pay for improvements to the estate. Attached is a list of the members who volunteered to work on the committee.  

A second meeting with some of the committee members took place on 9th October and the following points arose.

1. To be able keep everybody informed of progress we need accurate details of the freeholders and occupants of all units. This information will only be used by the committee and will not be released to any other parties except to other unit occupiers where authorised (see question 3 on attached form).
2. It was felt that security gates are the first issue to be addressed as this is within financial reach for a small commitment per unit. Malcolm Ryan, Keith Stringer & Ian Andrews, are currently researching the cost of the installation of gates.

Issues such as the roads and sewers are probably of more concern to most people but they are far more complicated and require further discussion and financial commitment.

The security gates will stop out of hours fly tippers, an issue many units have fallen victim too. The cost of clearing up after fly tippers is several hundred pounds, excluding disruption to business. Also Cory (the controllers of the waste disposal at Wandsworth & Battersea) have put the minimum charge for rubbish disposal up to £32 + vat per visit and will not allow access to anybody not wearing safety boots, gloves and high visibility clothing with reflective areas. This is going to result in more people dumping rubbish illegally. 

I know that time is precious but if you could take the time to read the attached form and complete the details of ownership etc. we can progress with matters. 

Regular committee meetings are to be held and after every committee meeting a brief newsletter will be circulated to all units informing everybody of the progress to date.

A Member of the committee has been designated as a contact point for all units on the estate. The next meeting is scheduled for Wednesday 20th November by which time we want to have the directory details complete and after approval by the committee sent to all units.
