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Enclosed with this newsletter is a request for payment for the initial £100.00 per unit. We are working towards obtaining the rateable values of all the units so any future contributions are relative to the rateable value. Any contribution made to date will then be off set against each unit. Many of you are concerned of the long-term commitment and we are acquiring estimates for various works so we will be able to advise you further in due course. 
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Most units have returned their forms and have been very positive towards improving the estate. If your neighbour has not returned their form please prompt them to do so.
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A committee has been formed and representatives appointed to liase with individual units on the estate. 
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A Ltd company has been formed (Riverside Road Management Ltd) to look after the interests of the owners & occupiers of the various estates. They have also been negotiating with the council on various issues to improve access and general conditions on the estate.
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A bank account for the handling of all funds collected has been opened.
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The council have been very helpful in removing abandoned cars from the estate. At least 2 or 3 have been removed or marked for removal so far. If you are aware of any vehicles, which appear to be abandoned, please report them to your road rep who will ask the council to remove them.
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 The council, to enable improvements to be put into place is assisting in investigating ownership of the roads. A representative form The National Grid, who own a large part of Riverside Road attended the last meeting and have stated that they are committed to the local community and they have been invited to the next meeting with the council in March.
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 The council have met again with some of the committee members to discuss ways the council can assist further with improvements to the estate. There is the Atkins report for “Transport for London” and there are several recommendations for this estate to improve transport into and out of the estate. The committee has made a representation to the council for some of the funds that have been allocated for this project and we hope we are successful in being allocated part of the monies available before March next year. We have just heard we may be entitled to money for renewing the signs both on the estate and on the major roads leading to the estate before March 2003. We will keep you informed. 
It is our intention to keep you advised of progress via a monthly newsletter after each committee meeting.
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
