To all of you who have sent in your cheque for £100.00 per unit. So far we have had an overwhelming response from most people but there are still a few units who have not yet paid. If you can all spread the word to your neighbours and encourage anybody who has not yet paid to do so as soon as possible.
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Reservations 

People have voiced reservations as to where the current incentive to improve the estate may be going and also how much the improvements may cost in total. The honest answer is the committee does not yet know the total amount of money required. There is no doubt that tens if not hundreds of thousands of pounds could be spent on the estate to improve the environment and any plans to improve this estate are certainly a long-term project. We are currently preparing figures to give a guide to each unit as to the contribution required from each unit for every £1000 raised. Also we are in the process of setting up shares in the limited company so a share can be issued to every unit owner so they have an interest and a vote in their future.
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 Signage 

Progress on new signage to the estate is proceeding well. The council are preparing plans for the committee’s approval for new signs both to the estate from the surrounding areas and also individual signs on the entrance to the different estates and colour coded unit numbers for each estate. The cost of all the signs should be covered by a grant application to Transport for London through Wandsworth Council and we believe NONE of the money we have collected will be required to finance this improvement.  
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 Security Gates

A letter referring to the security gates proposed for the estate is attached to this newsletter for your response. The cost of the gate will be partly covered by a grant the committee is hoping to claim through Ian Andrews of Soloman and any funds raised from this source will need to be matched by funding from the estate.
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 Roads

Paul Campbell from Cappagh has prepared a specification and supplied a list of possible contractors for us to ask for quotes for repairs to the potholes. We are also hoping to apply for a grant for this work to Transport for London through Wandsworth Council from this years budget.
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
