Rubbish Disposal – Alternative disposal – Skip at Head Office - 4 week trial
I am aware that many of you are finding it difficult to get to the dump at convenient times but having considered other options in the past the costs have been prohibitive. I have managed to negotiate a preferential rate with Cappagh for 12 yd skips and I propose a 4 week trial to see if we can afford this method.

A lot will depend on the way the skips are filled and also we need to keep them covered when not in use to avoid fly tipping by others after hours. 

I will trial the skips for 4 weeks to see if it is cost effective on the following conditions.

1. You all confirm you will spend a little extra time loading the skips so there is no wasted space.

2. Carpet tubes are broken into small pieces to avoid blocking the skip.
3. If you come back to unload after the warehouse is closed then you properly replace any covering we have over the skip to deter fly tippers
To assist loading skips may I make the following suggestions when uplifting.
1. When uplifting the carpet cut it into 4’ strips and roll it tightly for packing into skips.
2. Put all loose rubbish into underlay bags but only ¾ fill to poke into gaps in the skip.

3. Carpet tubes are broken into at least 3 pieces.

I also reserve the right to charge any fitters for any wasted space because of careless loading of the skips by them or their assistant and persistent wasted space will result in us disposing at the council dumps.

The current disposal at the council depots will continue until you are advised the trial scheme is in place. This should be by the end of February if I get everybody’s agreement.
