Stairs & Landings from ground to top floor (Bound runner to 1st flight only)
To supply Padstow, 100% Wool carpeting, 4 metre wide, Colour: Dove Grey

Heavy Duty Rubber underlay to be laid beneath stair runner on 1st flight only

Homemaker Luxury PU foam underlay & Paperfelt to be laid beneath elsewhere,

Fitting to same re-using existing gripperod fixings on the upper stairs & landings,

Supply & fit new gripperods to the lower stairs & landings as necessary,

Supply & fit 5 Anodised Brass doorbars at doorways,

1st flight of stairs to be fitted as 50cm wide runner with Cotton Herringbone tape, Colour C22 Chestnut sewn to both sides (approx 3cm of tape visible on either side). 

Remaining stairs & landings to be fitted full width,

Supply & fit 1 x 9mm Easyshim ramp at junction with tiled floor in main bathroom,

Price for uplift & disposal of existing carpets on the upper stairs shown separately below

Uplift & dispose of the existing materials is not included as we understand this will be done beforehand (all gripperods should be left in place as these will be re-used)

Please Note

Carpentry Work - It is understood your builder will remove the scotia beading located under the nose of the 1st mezzanine landing before decorating the stairs. This will enable a better finish between the fully fitted landing carpet & the bound runner on the top riser of the 1st flight of stairs. We understand that your builder will also remove the existing engineered wood flooring currently fitted on the 2 landings & make good a required.

Door trimming – It is often necessary to have doors trimmed prior to new carpets being installed. Our fitters do not trim doors; however we are able to recommend a private contractor who can carry out this work for an additional fee payable directly.
