I have sent you with this memo a sample pack of the new options ranges

Springfield Twist 40oz - 4m Wide 3 colours
£15.95m2

80% wool 10% polyester 10% Polyprop

Trellis  - 4m wide 3 colours
£13.95m2

50% wool 50% ployprop

All Wool Berber – 4m wide 3 colours
£17.95m2

100% wool

Please put all the options samples together in one rack and push sales on these ranges. The Trellis & Wool Berber were ordered for delivery in March.

If there is no stock please send an insufficient stock form to me (preferably by email) and I will respond.

Chequers & Finepoint.

Chequers Putty - £11.95m2 Net Price 4m & 5m wide

The first stock of the chequers Putty off shade has now arrived. There is approximately 20-25 rolls of this quality in total across the 4m & 5m widths (I will know the exact sizes & split in the next few days) 

The backup stock is held at Telenzos and the deal I have made is I call it in min 6 roll drops. Allow 7-10 days for new stock to arrive after advising me of your requirements.

Fineloop Seconds Twill, String & Mink - £14.95m2 Net Price 4m wide

There is one roll of each colour in stock and 3 rolls per colour due in next week. The backup stock is being held in Yorkshire for us and it will take 7-10 days for delivery after calling it in. I have agreed 3 drops of 9 rolls per drop. There is a approximately 1000 sq mtrs of Twill & String and approximately 700 sq mtrs of Mink.

The description for the faults is “An intermittent fault that shows as a slightly sunken row for a few inches. Perhaps one or two per roll although some rolls have none”. 

I have inspected 60 lin metres over 2 rolls and I think the finish is not quite as clean as the original stock but throughout the batch tufting faults could be more apparent and customers should be prepared for this situation. I therefore want the following paragraph added to ALL estimates involving any second quality carpet. I will not be impressed if we get complaints after fitting as it is a saving of 40% on the Fineloop and 25% saving on the Chequers and there is a reason for this amount of savings.

Paragraph to add to estimates (cut & paste)

The carpet specified above is Seconds quality and as such we operate a "no refund" policy once the carpets have been cut, however if you wish to place an order for this product we are happy for you to inspect the carpet (by arrangement) at our warehouse in SW17 prior to it being cut, after which time you may proceed as planned or re-select if you are not satisfied with the quality.
Please also note the above stock will be booked in over different days and therefore will have different roll numbers. All rolls of the same colour WILL match as the purchase is based on one batch of yarn. Although be careful if mixing 4m & 5m because machine differences may sometimes show. Roll ends of different deliveries CAN be mixed for these above ranges.

Finally we have secured the Fineloop seconds for us but it was never intended to be sold in the London area where the majority of the perfect quality is sold. Therefore please be subtle if Lewis Abbott or Brayshays reps call in as we do not want to provoke problems. I would like to be offered first refusal of any more if it proves successful.
