IMPORTANT PLESAE NOTE:- Miku 110 is out of stock now until early January 2014. I had a batch produced in August of 110 and I asked for half the stock to be made in HC510 and half in 110. There were rolls of HC510 produced but NO STOCK produced of Miku 110. I think there are some rolls that have gone missing somewhere in Telenzo’s system and despite several attempts to get this investigated I have drawn a blank. Lesley is currently taking some personal time out as her husband is not well but I think she has told them what to do to check but still no result. This has caused me a problem as there is no stock in Holland. I did order more yarn ass soon as I discovered this problem but the stock is due to be produced about the 19th December so will not arrive until next year.
In addition to the stock at Unit 32 I have the following rolls in Holland to call in of the Miku range.

I have paid the normal price for it but I thought it would give us time to look for a solution as I feel this is a range we will miss at this price.
