Prepare the carpet edges by cutting with a sharp knife to
produce a clean cut. Be aware of any surface below the carpet
when cutting so as not to cause damage.

Easybind will fray when cut so to prevent this apply adhesive
tape around the rope at the cutting point.

Always start in the middle of a straight run as it is easier to
produce a clean join on a straight section as opposed to a curve
or corner.
