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Wardrobes — As discussed during our sUrvey, apart from the open wardrobe in the
end front bedroom we have not allowed fo carpet the inside of the remaining
wardrobes

Radiator in Master Bedroom — As discussed during our survey, it will not be possible
to achieve a satisfactory finish if we attempt fo carpet under the Victorian style
radiator, therefore the carpet will stop in line with the front legs & be folded under.
The existing sanded floorboards will remain in the radiator recess
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
